U Assess the viability of various forms of
dissemination (clinic waiting room, private room,
web, etc.)

U On June 5" and June 6", four 9o minute focus
groups -- 2 of African American women (11 and 10)
and two of Latina women (9 and 9) -- were held at
Atkins Research Global in Los Angeles, CA.

U All participants were age 18 or 19 and had been
sexually active in the past 6 months.
